Making	an	Annotated	Bibliography	An	annotated	bibliography	contains	descriptive	or	evaluative	comments	on	the	sources	included	in	a	bibliography.	Each	entry	is	composed	of	two	parts:	the	quotation	and	the	annotation.	The	annotations	are	usually	short	and	limited	to	about	100	to	300	words.	However,	always	be	sure	to	check	with	your	instructor
to	see	what	the	required	word	count	is	for	your	specific	task.	The	notes	come	in	various	forms.	Depending	on	the	award	requirements,	they	may	be	simply	descriptive,	summarizing	the	authors'	qualifications,	research	methods	and	topics,	or	contain	evaluative	information	on	the	quality	of	the	scholarship	in	a	resource.	Such	evaluative	information	may

Battle	is	engaged	in	an	in-depth	study	of	government	documents,	as	well	as	his	research	as	a	widely	published	political	analyst,	to	explain	programs	benefiting	Canadian	children.	He	outlines	some	basic	assumptions	that	support	the	belief	that	all	members	of	society	should	contribute	to	the	education	of	children.	His	comparison	of	child	poverty	rates
in	a	number	of	countries	is	a	useful	wake-up	call	to	anyone	who	hires	Canadian	society	is	doing	a	good	job	of	protecting	children.	Battle	paid	particular	attention	to	the	National	Child	Benefit	(NCB),	arguing	that	it	did	not	deserve	criticism	from	politicians	and	journalists.	He	outlines	the	development,	costs	and	benefits	of	the	NCB	and	the	complaints
that	the	Conservative	government	has	downsized	it	in	favour	of	the	UCCB	(UCCB).	However,	he	relies	too	heavily	on	his	work;	He	is	the	sole	or	primary	author	of	almost	half	of	the	sources	in	his	bibliography.	He	could	make	this	work	stronger	by	drawing	from	the	perspectives	and	analyses	of	others.	However,	Battle	provides	a	valuable	source	for	this
essay,	as	the	chapter	provides	a	concise	overview	of	government-funded	care	currently	available	to	parents.
