A	group	of	Entbrats	is	called	a	moot.	Each	Entbrat	represents	a	season.	Common	Entbrat's	leaves	are	green	and	represent	spring,	Rare	Entbrat's	leaves	are	orange	and	yellow,
representing	fall,	and	Epic	Entbrat	is	pale	with	almost	no	leaves,	which	represents	winter.	Entbrat	and	T-Rox	are	the	only	two	Monsters	that	are	needed	to	wake	up	both	Viveine	and	Monculus.	According	to	a	community	post	by	the	MSM	account	itself,	Entbrat	is	6.5	and	weighs	307	pounds,	which	translates	to	a	BMI	of	36.4.	Additionally,	Entbrats	in
their	free	time	eat	roughly	641	pounds	(around	290	kilograms)	of	treats	per	day.	This	is	roughly	the	same	as	320.5	whole	pizzas.[1]	Note	that	this	does	not	happen	in-game,	and	Entbrats	only	consume	what	the	player	feeds	them.	Matt	theorizes	that	Entbrat's	leaves	and	beard	are	possibly	dependent	on	exposure	from	the	sun	and	how	much	water	they
take.	Entbrat's	Concept	Art	shows	that	originally,	Entbrat	would've	pulled	its	horns	to	make	its	sound.	References[]	↑
