MG marked its 60th anniversary with a special
newsletter that includes the history of the complete organization with the photo of George Reeves accepting a certificate from Jane Ellsworth and Mathilda Kark Spak (page 5). 5 "the death of superman" is a crossover story event that was presented in the superman publications of the dc comics. the crossover, which originated from the publisher mike carlin and the writers dan jurgens, roger stern, louise simonson, jerry ordway and karl kesel, began in December 1992 and lasted until October 1993. was published in
superman, action comes, the adventures of superman, superman: the man of steel, justice league america and green lantern. from its initial publication, "the death of superman" has been reissued in various formats and editions. development began after a planned story, in which clark kent (superman) and lois lane would be married, was postponed to
coincide with a similar story in the television series lois & clark: the new adventures of superman. during the introduction of possible replacements, ordway jokingly suggested that they should kill superman. While superman comics sales had declined in recent years, writing teams believed that the character was taken for granted and decided to kill
him temporarily to emphasize his importance. They wanted the crossover to surprise readers and show that superman is not invincible. "superman's death" is divided into three arches of history: doomsday!, "funeral for a friend," and "reign of the supermen!." the first arc tells the fight of superman with the doomsday monster and ends with its
apparent death. the second depicts superhero comrades of superman and the rest of the dc universe cries his death, ending with his adoptive father jonathan kent who has a heart attack. the third sees the emergence of four superman impostors before the original return. a number of characters in "the death of superman," such as doomsday, cyborg
superman and steel, returned to the later dc publications when the news broke that the dc designed to kill superman, a beloved cultural icon, "the death of superman" received unprecedented coverage from mainstream media. Superman n. 75, who presented the death of superman, sold over six million copies and became the most sold comic book of
1992. retrospective reviewers are divided into history, with some who find it ambitious and influential, while others reject it as an advertising outlet. history has been adapted in various forms of media, includingNew in 1993 and a beat ‘em up video game, Superman’s Death and Return in 1994. In 2007 an animated film adaptation was released,
Superman: Doomsday. A second animated adaptation was released as a two-part film, The Death of Superman and Reign of the Supermen, respectively in 2018 and 2019. History of Background Mike Carlin at the Comic-Con International in San Diego in 2007 Superman is a superhero created by Jerry Siegel and Joe Shuster who appears in American
comics published by DC Comics.[1] The character debuted in Action Comics #1 on 18 April 1938,[2] with immediate success,[3] and the following year became the first superhero to publish his comic book, Superman[4]. Since his debut, Superman has been a cultural icon in the United States.[5][6] In 1985, DC launched the Crisis on Infinite Earths
crossover event, which took place in a series of comics. His conclusion led to the DC Universea | the shared universe in which publisher’s comics, including Superman’s, are rebooted. The writer/artist John Byrne reinterpreted Superman in his 1986 limited series, The Man of Steel. The following year, Byrne releasing Superman with a new first issue
and the original series was renamed The Adventures of Superman.[7][a] In the reboot, Byrne eliminated various elements of Superman's myth, such as Supergirl, to simplify the character for the modern audience,[8] and allowed him to reintroduce them in a new way later.[7] The relaunch was a great success for DC and The Man of Steel #1 became
the best-selling comics in 1986.[9]: «<~155, «~157» Byrne wrote and illustrated Action Comics, and wrote Superman's adventures with artist Jerry Ordway.[8] Under Byrne, a new Superman comic was published every week and each series maintained continuity with others.[10] He spent two years on Superman's comics before leaving in 1988,[8]
dissatisfied with DC's lack of "conscious support" and that Superman's version authorized for merchandising did not reflect Byrne's stories.[11] Following Byrne's departure, Superman's director Mike Carlin had to form new creative teams to replace him. Ordway began writing Superman's adventures, while Roger Stern, who had recently finished a
12-year period at Marvel Comics' rival publishing house, took control of Action Comics. Connecting stories became even more difficult because of the new more diverse creative teams, while Byrne had managed most of them alone[10]. To control the consistency of the stories, the teams regularly participated in a "Superman Summit",[6][10] which
began in 1988. The summit was a unique method to get writers to work together, focusing their attention on the stories to be told the following year. These meetings were often dysfunctional, with the writer and pencilDan Jurgens who often didn't agree when they discussed ideas for history and quarreled until a person was left to stand. "[12] Carlin
remembered that he had to have as a “babysitter” for the 18 creators during summits, and the teams often compromised.[12] When writing teams had trouble deciding the stories, Ordway jokingly suggested killing Superman.[10][13][14][14] DC director Paul Levitz appreciated the success of the three interconnected comics. Superman: The Man of
Steel (written by Louise Simonson and designed by Jon Bogdanove). While creative teams believed that the quality of comics had increased because more people were working on them, they experienced a drop in sales,[10][13] mainly due to the popularity of violent antiheroes such as the Punisher, Spawn and Wolverine.[4][10][15] “a fraction” of the
number of best-selling comics such as Spider-Man.[15][b] Writing teams increased the romantic tension between Clark Kent (Superman’s civil identity) and Lois Lane in an attempt to make comics more appealing. Eventually, Kent proposed to Lane and revealed that he was Superman, and began planning a story about their marriage.[13] According to
Carlin, they developed the wedding period between 1990 and 1991, and planned it to end with The Adventures of Superman #500 (June 1993). They also considered a “death of”... story, but didn’t work on it in depth.[10] Development Jerry Ordway (photo in 2012) jokingly suggested that DC should kill Superman[10] While Superman’s comics
struggled, DC’s sister company Warner Bros. developed Lois & Clark: The New Adventures of Superman, an ABC television series focused on the relationship between Lane and Kent.[6][13] by Lane and Kent. Although the series did not exist in the same continuity as the comics, Warner Bros. wanted the Superman brand to remain consistent across
all forms of media.[6] As a result, Carlin and DC president Jenette Kahn decided to postpone the wedding in the comics until Lois & Clark had reached the wedding episode so that they would be able to get married. stories could coincide.[10][13] With the original plot set aside in the comics, the teams needed a new event to replace it.[6][13] At the
1991 summit, Ordway made his joke again, but no one laughed. Simonson spoke up and said, based on his experience editing X-Men comics at Marvel, killing an important character: “Show how much that character means to his friends, his family, his enemies, the whole world!”[10] Carlin liked the idea,[14] and in the documentary Look Up, in the
Sky: The Amazing Story of Superman (2006), he recalled, “the world took Superman for granted, so we literally said, “Let’s show what the world would be like without Jurgens formally introduced “The Death of Superman”,[18] and DC let the project go on, which upset Ordway.[19] Before moving on, Carlin asked Siegel if he had any doubts about the
idea of killing Superman. Siegel thought it was “a good way to change things”; teams felt better knowing he approved.[20] Bogdanove recalled how the story “almost began to write, from the end to the reverse. It seemed like a story that could get readers to worry, as we had always worried about Superman”.[19] “The Death of Superman” forced DC
to delete a limited set of four issues that Neil Gaiman and Matt Wagner were working on, as it also contained the character’s death. The original plan was for Superman to be killed in Superman #75 (January 1993) and resurrected in Superman’s Adventures #500, as both were milestones.[10] Dan Jurgens in 2018 Jurgens created the concepts of a
monster destroying Metropolis and an issue dedicated to a single combat before “The Death of Superman”; the teams combined them to develop the story.[6][18][19] Carlin had previously rejected the idea of fighting every time Jurgens talked about it, believing it would not be effective without a good story.[19] In deciding which villain to kill
Superman, the writers decided his enemies relied too much on technology. And they didn’t want to use one of them or its traditional weakness, kryptonite. So, they concluded that a new villain had to face him physically.[10] They chose to call the villain “Doomsday” after Carlin had written the phrase “Doomsday for Superman” on the planning board,
and they didn’t think it was important to give it an origin.[6][10] The teams wanted Doomsday to look distinctive, so they gave all the artists a few minutes to create their designs and voted on what they thought was best.[6] The design of JurgensA¢ Ala massive, muscular humanoid, with bones tearing their skin, inspired by the style of Image
ComicsA¢ A! [6][10][22] The four numbers showing Superman’s struggle against Doomsday have a “countdown” of panels: the first has four per page, the second has three, the third has two, and the last has two, and the last compositions creates splash pages.[23] Inker Bret Breeding came up with it, thinking it would increase the suspense and speed
of the action. In addition, Jurgens wanted to do a number told through splash pages and the fight seemed like the perfect solution.[10] The story was partly an attempt to show the ramifications of a superpowered struggle in a city,[9]: “174” because, as Ordway said, “it has to have consequences”.[10] The last page of issue #75”, a three-page split

Dan Jurgens and Brett Breeding Chronicling the fall of Superman’s death did not take long, according to Bogdanove. He thought, as “the real flesh of the story”, that allowed him to achieve their goal: to explain why the character matters. [10] Ordway recalled the most exciting part for him was exploring what the DC Universe would have been like
without Superman and enjoyed writing about the reactions of other characters to his death. [19] DC didn’t want Superman’s death to be permanent and the teams kept it a secret; they signed non-disclosure agreements that prevented them from revealing the character would return. [6] Carlin expected fans to know that the death would be temporary,
[20] and in 2018 she said she couldn’t believe many didn’t. However, the teams delayed all of Superman’s comics for three months to create the illusion that he was actually killed because DC’s solicitation cycle would ruin the resurrection. [10] Media attention led Carlin to delay Superman’s resurrection beyond the adventures of Superman #500.[21]
In addition, the teams knew that bringing Superman back into that issue would be illogical and held an emergency summit at a hotel in Terrytown, New York, where they traced the final parts of the story. [10] The teams considered bringing Superman back harder than killing him, as they didn’t want fans to feel like they had been deceived. [12] They
decided to introduce a new version of Superman before bringing back the original, but the writers had different ideas. Simonson suggested that every writer create his own Superman, which not only solved the problem of what this new character should look like, but also let the creative teams have their independence after years of forced
collaboration. [10] These characters, known as Supermen, were created using three existing characters (Eradicator, Superboy, and Hank Henshaw) and a new one (John Henry Irons). [21] According to Bogdanove, they used the Supermen to reinforce “what makes Superman so super.” [12] Stern characterized the Eradicator as an “Old Testament”
Superman who was more alien than man and compared his character to Jack Kirby’s Silver Surfer. [24] He wanted the character to be introduced so that readers could not say he had been an Eradicator until he revealed himself. [10] Karl Kesel conceived Superboy for another series that presented itself to publisher Karen Berger and characterized
him as Superman “an MTV generation.” Jurgens chose to reintroduce Henshaw, which he created a few years earlier, with his Superman Cyborg. He hoped to fool readers into thinking Henshaw was the real Superman before revealing him as a villain. Simonson and Bogdanove based Irons (Steel), an “everyman as Superman”, on American folk hero
John Henry and Marvel Iron Man character. [10] [24] Additional substitutions, including "Little-Boy Superman" and "Rock-Creature Superman" were created but never used. Even if their original idea has been modified, every writer writer a sense of individuality for their Superman.[12] The Adventures of Superman #500 was Ordway’s last issue on
the title, who wanted to spend time with his family.[10] His contract was due to expire with number 499 (February 1993) but he wanted to end his run on a “historical” note. He also used a character from The Sandman, Death, in issue 500, but was unable to do so due to an editorial mandate that excluded characters from DC’s mature comic strip line
appearing in mainstream books such as Superman.[24][c] Kesel replaced him later.[10] Because Jurgens didn’t just want to use Superman’s classic design when he came back to life, he gave him long hair.[12] The teams also delved into the red and blue of Superman’s costume to mean things wouldn’t be quite the same for him.[10] Superman briefly
wore a black dress after its rebirth; this design came from a sketch made by Bogdanove during a reunion.[12] The publication “The Death of Superman” was first mentioned in Simonson’s Superman: The Man of Steel #17 (November 1992); after the story of the issue, a teaser shows Doomsday’s punch striking [7] The crossover kicked off the next
issue, in which Doomsday unleashes and begins to carve out a brutal path of destruction across America. This led to Superman’s death in Superman #75,[6] which DC released on November 18, 1992.[27] There were several variants of the 75th issue: a standard newsstand edition, a direct commercial edition, and a collector’s edition sold in a bag with
a black bracelet, a poster, stickers, and a and a commercial card, which cost more than the standard edition.[7][21]1[28][29] After the funeral, all Superman publications were paused until Superman’s Adventures #500 was published.[30] Like Superman #75, the Collector’s Edition of Superman #500 came in polisac Little ones. One version had a
translucent white bag with the red Superman logo, while another was in a black bag with the white logo.[30] Each chapter of the story was reprinted.[21] According to Abraham Riesman of Vulture, DC “aggressively” promoted “Superman’s Death” because he had financial incentives to to do so, since comic book speculation was at its peak. Publishers
such as DC would define some comic book editions as significant, making sure copies of mint would be sold for more money.[6] For Superman #75, DC released a print kit for stores with a cardboard casket, stickers and a poster.[31] At the height of the crossover, in May 1993 DC published a special issue, Newstime.: The Life and Death of The Man of
Steel. It compiled fictitious news stories about Superman’s death, providing a glimpse into the universe of the event.[32] Collected editions DC published Three-volume story from 1992 to 1993: The Death of Superman,[33] World Without a Superman,[34] and The Return of Superman.[35] The Death of Superman was released in time for the 1992
Christmas shopping season and, according to comic book historian Matthew K. K. is the bestseller trade paperback of all time. [7] [21] the reprints of these collections were published in 2003, [36] 1998, [37] and 2004, respectively, [38] while a rocolor edition of superman's death was published in 2013. [39] in September 2007, dc released an omnibus
edition of history, death and return of the superman omnibus. [19] has all the problems of previous collections together with 40 pages dedicated to promotional materials and interviews, for a total of 784 pages. also the juridians contributed with the new cover. [40] a new version of the omnibus edition was published in 2013, [41] while another
reissue was released in 2019. [42] a superman death edition containing dvd/ Blu-ray versions of the 2007 film adaptation superman: the judgment day was released in 2015. He is the last remaining resident on the planet Krypton after his father, Jor-El, sent him to Earth in a small ship before the planet explodes. [55] Jonathan and
Martha Kent are Superman's adoptive parents who found him after his ship crashed on their farm. [68] An enemy of Superman, Mongul is stronger than him, smarter, and can use telekinesis.[69] Green Lantern (Hal Jordan) is a member of the Green Lantern Corps and a former fighter pilot. [70] He gets his powers from a special ring that allows
him to channel the power to create objects out of the light. [71] Synopsis Day emerges from an underground bunker and meets Justice League International. He defeated them easily, but Superman arrives and the two fights in America. [59] Lois Lane and Jimmy Olsen are sent to cover the battle for television, while Lex Luthor dissuades Supergirl
from joining the fight and convinces her that it is necessary for Metropolis. Doomsday sees a spot for a Metropolis wrestling competition and heads for the city.[72][73] Superman throws Doomsday at the Cadmus project, but fails to stop him from reaching Metropolis. [73] Supergirl rebels against Luthor and comes to Superman’s aid, but a single
punch from Doomsday knocks her to the ground. Professor Emil Hamilton and Bibbo Bibbowski fire a laser cannon at Doomsday, but it doesn’t hurt him. [61] Doomsday and an exhausted and seriously wounded Superman fight and hit each other so hard that the shockwaves from their fists shatter the windows. At the height of the struggle in front of
the Daily Planet building, they both strike a massive blow at each other, killing Doomsday and mortally wounding Superman. In the arms of a frantic Lane, Superman succumbs to her wounds and dies. Olsen, members of the Justice League Ice and Bloodwynd, and Guardian are present at the end, with Olsen photographing Superman's fall. [74]
Superman's death stuns and traumatizes residents of the DC Universe.[75]at the funeral almost all superheroes participate, as well as some superbad, president bill clinton and the first lady hillary clinton. Each hero wears a black bracelet with the superman logo. After the funeral, the cadmus project steals the superman's body from its mausoleum to
clone it, but wool and supergirl recover it.[77][78][78] with the disappearance of superman, the crime rate increases; the heroes in costume of metropolis, including a team funded by luthor, rise to replace the protectors, but are not enough. The death of superman is the most difficult. One evening, while reading a newspaper article written by wool in
honor of superman, jonathan begins to feel responsible for the death of his son and has a heart attack in the arms of his wife martha. in a coma, jonathan meets superman in the afterlife and convinces him to return, before awakening. coast city and, among its ruins, start building engine city in an attempt to recreate the native planet of Mongul, Warworld.[88][89][90] superboy asks steel to help him fight the Cyborg,[90] and superman and supergirl join the two. They go to engine City,[87] where the cyborg launches a missile against metropolis with the intent to destroy it and build
a second engine city in its place. superboy manages to stop the missile before it hits.[91] hal jordan returns from space to find coast city destroyed. devastated, the Jordanian attacks engine city and defeats Mongul.[52] eradicator joins the battle and protects superman from kryptonite gas. the gas kills eradicator, but it also evolves within it. He passes
into superman, allowing him to recover his powers and defeat the cyborg. supergirl or his powers to rebuild the original costume of superman and the two return to metropolis. reception at the time of publication since dc did not reveal that superman would be resurrected at the end of the story, many fans believed that “The death of Superman” had
killed superman, a beloved cultural icon.[6] glen weldon, of the npr Superman, declared that “the tests as newsweeks, people and new York’s newsday fell” on Superman’s killing,[4] and ended beforethey wanted them and the company's advertising were not ready to talk about the story when it appeared on Newsday.[28][31] Newsday.[28][31]The
Washington Post speculated that death would not last, but expressed interest in what a world would look like without Superman.[15] Saturday Night Live (SNL) parodied “The Death of Superman” in a sketch in the seventh episode of its eighteenth season.[93] The sketch depicts DC and Marvel casts. at Superman’s funeral. Black Lightning, played by
Sinbad, tries to enter, but no one knows him, even though he claims to have taught Superman to fly. Den of Geek! called it the best of SNL’s superhero-themed sketches.[94] The attention made “Superman’s Death” an unexpected hit. Comic book dealers ordered five million copies of Superman #75 in advance and many people who had never read
comics bought the issue hoping it would become an expensive collector’s item[4]. Many nostalgic ex-readers also purchased Superman #75.[29] DC shipped between 2.5 and 3 million copies of the issue on the day of its release and sold it all in America. Some stores had a limit of one per customer to avoid crowds and queues of customers longer than
a block.[20][28] The issue sold a total of $30 million on its first day of sale and eventually sold more than six million copies,[4][95] making it the best-selling comic book of 1992.[96] Sales of Superman #75 doubled DC’s market share in November 1992.[9]: A”174A” After the release of the Superman #75 Siegel met Carlin to tell him that “Superman’s
Death” impressed him.[19] The success of the event turned Jurgens, who had been a common writer and pencil, into an industry star.[97] The four best-selling issues of 1993 were The Adventures of Superman #500, Action Comics #687, Superman #78 and Superman: The Man of Steel #22. In addition, the first installments of “Kingdom of
Supermen!” were among the top five best-selling comics of June 1993.[99] Valiant Comics timed the release of Bloodshot #1 to the release of #75, and Turok: Dinosaur Hunter #1 to the release of The Adventures of Superman #1500 to take advantage of the increase in customers and increase sales. Both books included cover enhancements to attract
customer attention.[100] However, many retailers say that the adventures of Superman #500 marked the beginning of a decline in the comic book industry. Retailers and distributors were stuck with unsold copies,[28] and thousands of stores closed.[4] In addition, those who bought Superman #75 could sell their first prints at the cover price only a
few months after its release.[22] In subsequent years, some commentators retrospectively dismissed “The Death of Superman” as little more than a publicity stunt to give Superman’s comics a brief boost in sales.[4][19][101] In fact, sales of every series fell immediately after Superman’s resurrection.[4] Most fans thought the death was only
temporary,[31] those who didn’t feel cheated.[6] “Worst Episode Ever” (2001), the 11th episode of the 12th season of The Simpsons, mocks him. [20] Sims recalled that when he worked in a comic shop in 2009,
some customers were shocked that DC was still publishing Superman Comics, as they did not read the conclusion of the story. [23] Generally, DC writers denied "the death of Superman" was an advertising stunt. Jurgens, for example, stated that he did not anticipate attention, [18] while Stern believed that the feeling was caused only because it was a
good story. [19] Levitz said that DC had no reason to think that the wider audience would be worried because they killed Superman in the stories before. [9]: 4€ © S1744€ S Despite these accusations, many visuals "the death of Superman" favorably. Sims called the biggest success of the 90s DC crossover and a definitive superman story. He thought
that while killing an important comic character was not an original idea, "the death of Superman" was more ambitious and had a greater legacy than other similar events. [23] Steve Morris of comics also thought that it had an important impact, with "strong narrative and a simple narrative, if well done, central". He said the main story was well
planned, especially considering that it could be easily disabled. [104] Brian Salvatore, writing for multi-layered comics, believed that the story was effective and "present [ED] some pretty convincing arguments for why Superman is the greatest superhero of all time, without ever going out and never saying it." Subsequent rewritings greatly altered the story, and the film never came to fruition.[120] Superman Lives, another cancelled Superman film to be directed by Tim Burton, began
as an adaptation of “Superman’s Death”; Warner Bros. executives believed the story was “the key” to making the film. [123] Warner Bros. released a live-video adaptation, Superman: Doomsday, in 2007[123] Superman: Doomsday is loosely based on “The Death of Superman”; to fit within a 75-minute runtime, the story has been condensed and
greatly altered.[124] For example, the Justice League is not present and most aspects of the “Kingdom of Supermen!”The DC Extended Universe series contains references to “Superman’s Death”, starting with the appearance of Superman’s black suit in Steel Man (2013).[128][128][128][128][128][127] The DC Extended Universe movie series Ended
