The first one to get home wins. Students can play in groups of three or four.When they land
on'act', they have to pick a card (from a pile, which has the words face-down), and then act it out like charades. If they land on 'describe’, they have to describe the condition (without saying the word on the paper, obviously).If a playeris able to elicit the word on the paper from his/her groupmates, s/he can stay on the square that s/he just landed on.
Otherwise, s/he has to move back to his or her previous position. (Feel free to change the rules.)Teachers:You'll need to modify the below cards to match the vocabulary you have taught your class. So, there is some emphasis in these activities on using 'have'. In the grammar activities, some of the questions use the the prepositional phrase starting with
'with', 'What's wrong with Billy?' or "What's the matter with your leg?' The listening and conversational games for this activity only use 'you' and 'I' - 'Do you have a fever?' - 'l have a headache.'
