I have prepared for you a new interesting lesson in which I will show you in detail how to draw cartoon eyes. The lesson is designed specifically for children and beginner artists and consists of nine simple steps. This lesson will be useful for
you if you like to draw cartoon characters. With the help of simple step-by-step instructions, you will learn how to draw cartoon eyes. It is very easy to do and you will soon see for yourself. Cartoon eyes are made up of several rounded elements, so your ability to make even circles is required here. The eyes look very funny, the eyebrows are raised
high. If you try to slightly change the shape of the eyebrows, then the eyes will express a different emotion. Materials Pencil Paper Eraser Coloring supplies Time needed: 20 minutesHow to Draw Cartoon Eyes Draw the auxiliary lines. Determine the size of the eyes and draw two straight horizontal lines. Depict the outline of one eye. Draw an even
oval between the auxiliary lines. Add the outline of the second eye. Repeat the previous step and depict the same oval on the right side. Sketch out the iris on one side. Draw a small oval inside the left eye. Add the iris on the other side. Draw the same oval inside the right eye. Depict the pupils. Draw small circles inside each eye. Draw the bottom of
the eyebrows. Depict two identical smooth lines above the eyes. Add the top of the eyebrows. Draw curved lines at the top to make closed contours. Correct inaccuracies and color the drawing. Carefully remove the auxiliary lines and choose any colors. Add highlights to the eyes. The drawing is ready! Now you can draw cartoon eyes if necessary. You
can also show your imagination and draw the rest of the elements of the face. Share the results of your work in the comments. Now you can download a free PDF file, which I have prepared specially for your convenience. In this file, you will find a simplified version of the manual and additional useful tools. This will help you repeat the lesson again if
necessary. The lesson has nine easy steps. Any novice artist will quickly cope with this task, especially since there will be useful tips at each stage. In my picture, the iris is green, but you can use any other color you like. For example, you can choose blue or brown. 1 Draw a circle on your sketch paper. It will be helpful to draw a perfect circle using a
compass, if one is available to you. Set the width of your compass to a small or medium-sized circle. Place the point of your compass on the sketch paper, and gently place the pencil tip of the compass down on the paper. Pivot the pencil tip around the stationary point of the compass to draw your circle. It may be helpful to lightly hold onto both “legs”
of the compass, as the angle can sometimes widen with the pressure of pivoting and drawing. This will help maintain the size of your circle. 2 Use a ruler to draw a cross in the middle of the circle. The cross splits the circle into four quadrants, which will help you position the eyes for the cartoon. Draw the lines as close to the middle from top-to-
bottom and side-to-side as you can. This will help ensure that your eyes are placed evenly and at an equal distance from each other. Advertisement 3 Design the shape of the cartoon character's head. Around the baseline of the circle, draw the shape of your character's head. The shape of the character's head will inspire you in the type of eyes you
give your character. It will also help you determine whether your character is male or female or maybe even an animal or monster! Drawing the shape of the head will include the chin/jawline, ears, and hairline. Advertisement 1 Decide where you want the eyes to sit. You can position them anywhere on the cross, but it is important to keep a couple of
things in mind. The higher the eyes sit, the smaller they might have to be to account for eyebrow and forehead space. Visa versa, the lower they are set, the larger and more dramatic the eyes can be. You will likely want the eyes to be an equal distance from the vertical line of the cross as well as levelly placed on the horizontal line of the cross. 2
Draw a pair of ovals in your face, equidistant from the vertical line of the cross and evenly placed on the horizontal line. Your ovals can have a few different shapes. Straight up-and-down (Note: In this style, you may want your ovals touching on their inner sides right in the middle of the face.) Slanted to the outside edges[1] Overlapped, with a small
semicircle drawn at the bottom of the eye, cutting off the bottom of the oval 3 Shade pupils into the ovals. These again take on your creativity, as you can choose how big they are and where you want them. Here are a few ideas: Shade small pupils into the center of the ovals Draw and shade large pupils that fill the bottoms of the ovals Draw the pupils
on the inside of each oval, making the character look cross-eyed Leave a small spot of the pupil unshaded to hint at the glint that often appears on human eyeballs in light 4 Color the iris around the pupil. This will give your character a little more life and realism. Common colors for eyes include blue, green, brown, gray, and hazel. However, you can
get creative with your cartoon and use other colors, such as purple, orange, or red. Depending on the size you made your pupils, you can make the iris thicker or thinner. The size of the pupil indicates the emotion of the character, i.e. if the character is scared, then his/her pupils will be larger, showing less iris. 5 Add eyelashes and eyebrows. It is up
to you how you draw these characteristics, as it will depend on whether your character is male or female. Shade in the top edge of the oval to be a thick line that tapers at either edge to demonstrate more masculine eyelashes.[2] Draw wispy eyelashes from the top of the oval to demonstrate more feminine eyelashes. You might still want to add in the
tapered shading mentioned above to give the appearance of makeup. Only add a few thick eyelashes to make the eyes and face look very rudimentary and simple. Shade in the eyebrows to a style of your liking. You can make them thick and bushy for a male or slender and arched for a female. You can also play around with the emotions of the
eyebrows, making them angry, surprised, shocked, worried, et cetera. Advertisement 1 Decide where to place the eyes on the face. Circular eyes seem to make the most sense being placed evenly apart from each other, as opposed to side-by-side. How high or low the eyes sit on the face could help convey an emotion, so take that into consideration as
you begin to draw. You will also need to decide how big you want the eyes to be. How much space of the face they take up determines what other features you can add to it. 2 Draw a pair of circles in your face at an equal distance from the vertical line of the cross. Circles are a great shape for cartoon eyes because humans do not have circular eyes.
Use your compass to make these circles. Be sure to adjust the angle of your compass in order to make smaller circles. Make the circles large enough to leave room for pupils inside. Remember that you may need to hold both legs of the compass to avoid your angle widening as you draw the circles. 3 Shade dark pupils somewhere into the circles.
Circular eyes are great for conveying a few different emotions, and the placement and size of the pupils lend showing to these emotions. Surprise Fear Shock Worry Delight 4 Color the iris around the pupil with your preferred hue. Keep in mind the emotion that you are trying to convey with your cartoon character's eyes. The thickness of the iris helps
your audience better understand how your cartoon character feels. The color that you choose for the iris can also help to convey an emotion. Or, the color can simply demonstrate your unique creativity and the embodiment of what you envision your cartoon to look like. 5 Add eyelashes and eyebrows to the eyes and forehead. It is up to you how you
shade in these characteristics, as it will depend on whether your character is male or female. You might want to simply thicken the top line of the eye, with tapers at either end, to indicate eyelashes without drawing wispy lashes. Alternatively, you might want to add a number of eyelashes. Fewer numbers of eyelashes, or even no eyelashes, are
common with circular cartoon eyes. Remember to draw your eyebrows in a shape that helps convey your character's emotion, as well as to indicate male or female. High arching eyebrows indicate surprise or fright, while lower, less arched eyebrows might indicate boredom or sadness. Advertisement 1 Decide where you want the eyes to sit on the
character's face. They can be placed anywhere on the face, but you have to add other features, as well. If they sit higher on the face, you might have to make them smaller or make the eyebrows smaller. However, this could lend to an emotion like surprise or fright, where the eyebrows “disappear” high on the forehead. In most cases, you will likely
want the eyes to be an even distance apart from each other, as well as level with each other horizontally. 2 Draw two almond-shaped eyes on your face, using the cross as your guide for placement. Almonds are typically wider on one end than they are on the other. For cartoon eyes with this shape, typically the wider end is placed on the inner part of
the eye, close to where the nose will be. Sometimes the wide end is exaggerated, making the inner part of the eye very large, while the outer part of the eye tapers down to a small point. This is good for conveying concepts or emotions like innocence, surprise, and youth. Almond-shaped eyes are often used for female cartoon characters to create the
ideal of beauty and femininity. 3 Shade pupils into the circles, in a place that makes sense. Almond-shaped eyes convey a slightly different set of emotions from the other two methods above, and they are more human-like. This potentially opens you up to a wider range of emotions for your cartoon face. Innocence Sadness Fear Surprise Excitement
Shyness 4 Color the iris around the pupil with whatever hue you like for the character. Remember to make your iris thicker or thinner based on the emotion you want your cartoon face to convey to your audience. If you are going for a flirty, feminine character with this eye shape, then it could be fun to use colors such as purple or pink for the iris.
Colored pencils are the most useful tool for this type of coloring, as you can sharpen their tips to keep the coloring crisp and neat. 5 Add eyelashes to the eyes and eyebrows to the forehead. It is up to you how you shade in these characteristics, as it will depend on whether your character is male or female. For female cartoon characters with this eye
shape, it is common to place eyelashes only on the outer edges of the top eyelids. This gives off a flirty, feminine vibe. Keep in mind that you want to match the shape of your character's eyebrows to his/her emotion. With more emotions available with this particular eye-shape, you must take care to match the two together.[3] Advertisement Add New

Depict the creases to the eyelids. With the help of smooth curved lines, depict the folds on the upper and lower eyelids, as shown in our example. Give the eyebrows the
desired shape. As a guide, use the lines that you drew earlier and carefully trace the eyebrows along the contour, giving them the desired shape. Depict the small hairs on the inside of the eyebrows. Make the eyelashes thicker. On top of the drawn lines, add the short curved strokes to make the eyelashes more lush and expressive. Draw the bridge of
the nose. Depict curved lines between the eyes to represent the top of the nose. At the same time, observe symmetry. Correct inaccuracies. Compare the drawing with our example and if you find any mistakes, correct them at this stage. Carefully remove the auxiliary lines. Color the drawing. To color the skin, use any natural shade. The eyebrows

following materials if you are drawing cartoon eyes in pencil:Pencils (2B or 4B) Eraser Reference Image (Optional as you can simply follow along) PaperSo let’s get started and at the end of this post, you should understand the basics of drawing cartoon eyes as well as the ability to create some original cartoon eyes of your own.Drawing cartoon eyes in
general is a lot easier than drawing realistic eyes or even anime eyes. They’'re usually just simple shapes with little to no added details. For some, a cartoon’s eyes are just a circle with a dot inside of it. That said, the shape of the cartoon eyes will also depend on the overall look of the character. So you can’t just slap a basic shape on a cartoon
character and call it a day, you have to see which type of cartoon eye fits.Popular cartoon characters sport different eye shapes, for reference, here are the different eye shapes and a few iconic characters who have them:Eye ShapeCartoon Characters with this Eye ShapeOval-shaped EyesJerry, Mickey Mouse, Courage the Cowardly Dog, Bugs
BunnyRound EyesThe Simpsons, Louise Belcher, SpongeBob,Powerpuff GirlsAlmond Shaped EyesCinderella, Mulan, Starfire, Batman (Justice League Animate)Oval-shaped eyes are popular among cartoon characters. One of the most iconic cartoon characters (Walt Disney’s Mickey Mouse) has oval-shaped eyes. They're simple but they give the
character a lot of personality. To draw oval-shaped eyes, first mark your character’s face where you want them to be (assuming you’ve already sketched out your character’s face). Make sure they’re at the perfect spot so that there’s room for the other facial features on your character’s face. For this example, we will be using MGM’s Wednesday from
the 2019 cartoon film The Addams Family.Once you’'ve marked down the spot, draw two equal oval shapes. Try not to make them too big or too long as it may ruin your character’s face. I strongly recommend using a reference.Next, draw two oval-shaped dots in the center of the oval you drew earlier. This will represent the pupil. For most cartoon
characters, that would've been the last step. However, MGM’s Wednesday has eyelids to give her a more deadpan look. To imitate this, create a line in the middle of the eyes. This should cut off a little bit of the top of Wednesday’s pupil. Erase off the overlapping pupil then add small curved lines as lashes all across her eyelid. Then that’s it!Round-
shaped eyes are also common in the cartoon world. Many iconic characters sport round-shaped cartoon eyes. One great example is the famous SpongeBob SquarePants, so for this tutorial, we will be using him as a guide.Similar to drawing oval-shaped eyes, it’s important that you first mark the place where you’'re going to draw the eyes. In
SpongeBob’s case, his eyes sit at the upper part of his face but with enough space for his lashes and forehead.Then, draw the circles. For some cartoon characters, there is space between the eyes, however, for SpongeBob, there’s no space so don’t worry about leaving any space. You can use a compass for this if you’d like for the circle to be
perfect.Next, inside the circle, draw two smaller circles in the center of each eye for the iris. Then inside of that, draw another set of small circles for the pupil. Make sure they are in the center of the eye, otherwise, it would look off.Lastly, draw SpongeBob’s lashes by creating three thick lines on each eye. Create an equal gap between each lash and
make sure they’re all of the same thickness.Almond-shaped eyes aren’t as popular as their oval and circle counterparts but it’s still used for some cartoon characters. This is usually given to cartoon characters that follow a more realistic imitation of the human face like Disney princesses. For this tutorial, we will be using Disney’s Beaty and the Beast
protagonist Belle as an example.Similar to the earlier steps, begin with marking the spots you’ll be placing the eyes.Next, draw two almond-shaped eyes. Unlike our previous examples where there was little to no space between the eyes, Belle has a gap between her eyes. To figure out how wide the space should be, sketch a third almond eye as a
guide. The next step is to draw the lashes. Do this by thickening the line of the upper lines of the almond. Make the outer corner thicker and add small little lines to give the impression of lashes.Inside the almond shapes, draw two circles for the iris and two smaller circles for the pupil. Then in the upper corner of the pupil, draw even smaller circles
for the light reflecting the eyes. Erase any overlapping lines and voila! You’'ve drawn Belle’s eyes.Cartoon eyes, although quite simplistic in style, can be very expressive. Sometimes they even change shape based on the emotion of the character.Despite carrying very few details, they are meant to be an exaggeration of human eyes, so to pair cartoon
eyes with realistic features would be odd (or hilarious depending on how you view life). There has to be consistency in the art style for it to work. To draw cartoon eyes on a person, make sure the eye shape fits with the overall character’s design. Then mark out where to place the eyes on the face and start drawing the eyes.For this example, we will be
drawing Helen from Apple TV’s Central Park. She has a very simple art style so it makes sense for her eyes to be simple as well. Draw the character’s face then draw two circles.Sometimes, for cartoons, they’ll only draw the pupil depending on the style that the artist is going for. This character only has pupils and no iris’ so we’ll do just that. Add two
dots inside the circle.And that’s it! If you’d like to know how to draw realistic eyes, have quick look at our other article here: How to Draw (Realistic) Eyes (In 3 Easy Steps)In most cartoons, there really isn’t much of a difference in how you draw eyes on a girl or a boy. However, there are some instances where they accentuate the lashes by making
them thicker and curvier on a female cartoon character. A great example of this is Scooby-Doo Mystery Incorporated. If you compare the eyes of two of our main characters, Fred and Daphne, you’ll see that Daphne has more prominent lashes.Daphne and Fred from Scooby-Doo! Mystery IncorporatedOf course, there is a reason. Daphne is supposed to
be the typical popular girl with long lashes and mascara. If you notice, Velma doesn’t have the same curved thick lashes. This is unique only to Daphne to show that she’s a “popular” girl (or it’s just how she’s drawn). To draw exaggerated cartoon eyes on a girl, simply make the shape of the eye a lot bigger. If the character has lashes, you can
exaggerate that as well by making it thicker or making its curves longer. In cartoons, a lot of the facial features are exaggerated, especially when the character is going through an intense emotion like anger or fear. This is the same for all the characters, be it guys, gals, or non-binary pals. The shape of the eyes gets a lot bigger, and there are even
moments when the eyes and/or eyebrows are no longer attached to the body. To draw expressive cartoon eyes, have a quick look at this video: How to Draw Cartoon Eyes with ExpressionsDrawing cartoon eyes on a boy is just the same as drawing cartoon eyes on a girl. Sometimes they may require fewer details but more or less, it’s the same
process.You start by figuring out where to place the eyes, make sure the shape matches the overall character design, then draw them. Inside the eyes, you draw the iris and pupil. In some cases, you may only need to draw the pupil. After that, you add the finishing touches by adding lashes (if your character requires lashes) and adding a smaller circle
on the upper corner of the pupil to imitate the light’s reflection on your character’s eyes.And that’s it! That’s how you draw cartoon eyes on a boy. Use black to outline your entire drawing. Fill in the eyelashes, eyebrows and pupils with black, then color the irises with your favorite shades. Common
eye colors include green, blue and brown, but cartoon eyes can be any shade.
